Protecting the magnificent Rancho Guejito is of great importance to my family and me, and I request your assistance.  This ranch is the best preserved Mexican land grant in Southern California.  Its Old California history provides a unique opportunity for our children to understand their past.  Rancho Guejito is also a sacred site for Native Americans.


With clean water from pristine watersheds, the ranch’s large expanses of open space are irreplaceable habitat for San Diego’s wildlife.  Golden eagles and mountain lions find the “room to roam” that has vanished elsewhere.  It is one of the last strongholds of the rare Engelmann oak.


Once planned for acquisition as a state park, preservation would provide wonderful recreational opportunities, and maintain the high quality of life that our region’s economy depends upon.  The beauty of Rancho Guejito is legendary – a place where time has stood still.  


Yet, large scale development has been proposed, which I adamantly oppose.  Such “leapfrog” development would burden the taxpayer with costly infrastructure and services, has no apparent source of water, and would increase traffic.  It would be sprawl and bad planning of the worst kind.  

I ask you to to oppose annexation or development proposals, and to pursue land acquisition.  We can work together to leave a glorious legacy for San Diego.  I am counting on your leadership.
